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Grower Champagne s, by many metrics, the sz"{gle mt%mporttmt movement in wine today;
after a gemeration of corporate brands dominating the marketplace, this is a return to an
essential philosophy of wines focused on expressing very specific time and place. The best
argument in favor of these farmer fizz’ bottles? Deploy them at the table with food, where they
don’t require a special occasion to shine as the highlight part of any meal.
